HOW TO ADD NEW MAP LAYERS TO MAPX

Adding your own maps into the existing one is very easy.
Just follow these steps:

1) Open Geoset Manager.
2) Open WORLD.GST.
3) Go to menu Map > Layer Control.
4) Click "Add..." button.
5) Then browse your hard disk and select the "new files”
     or map layers that you want to add to that map.
6) Click Open.
7) If you want those layers to have name displayed (labels)
    you have to select each map layer and ensure "Automatic Labels"
    is enabled below.
8) If the layers are too much and displayed slowly you can use the
    "Display within Zoom Range" option. This option shows or hides
    one or more layers depending on the zoom range. It is recommended
    for street layers which usually take a lot to redraw.
    How to use: select the layer under "Layer Control" menu, then click
    "Display...", then activate "Display within Zoom Range:". And below
    place minimum and maximum values. For street layers you can use:
    MIN = 0, MAX = 20.
 

You can experiment with your own setting and layer combinations until
you have a good map.
